Feline Adoption Agreement
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I/We understand that Neponset Valley Humane Society (NVHS, Inc.), cannot guarantee the general condition of cat’s health, temperament, disposition or mental status. Issuance of a health record does not imply or express any guarantee as to the cat’s overall health.

I/We have been advised to see our own veterinarian for a regular checkup for our newly adopted pet within 30 days of adoption. The medical records issued at adoption should be transferred to your veterinarian for reference.

If not already sterilized, I/we agree to have the cat spayed/neutered at the appropriate time, at six months of age, or as advised by a veterinarian. I/We have received either a spay/neuter certificate or I/we have opted to receive a spay/neuter refund not to exceed the spay/neuter deposit amount indicated, once proof of the sterilization is provided to NVHS, Inc.

I/We agree to see that the cat will have annual veterinary checkups and be kept current on all vaccinations. Emergency care will be provided if needed.

I/We agree that the cat will NOT be declawed. Declawing is the equivalent of having the first digit of your fingers amputated. It is a very painful and traumatic experience for the cat and completely unnecessary. Proper training, providing an acceptable scratching post or log, and regular clipping of the claws will keep your pet from scratching furniture. Additional solutions may also be obtained from your veterinarian.

I/We agree that the cat will NOT be allowed outside unless it is leashed on a safe cat harness or an enclosed cat run or cat-proof fenced yard. Hazards in the form of other animals, disease, insect pests, poisons, cars, cruel or thoughtless people, or becoming lost or stolen are likely to confront your cat outdoors. Your cat can live a fulfilling, longer and healthier life without running free outdoors.

You will save yourself and cat a lot of heartache! Providing cat-safe breakaway collars and ID for your cat is highly recommended in the case of an escape from your home.

I/We attest that everyone in the home knows about and agrees to accept this cat into the household and agrees to the points includ​ed in this adoption agreement. Where applicable: I/We do not own my residence, however, I/we have provided documentation from the landlord allowing the adoption of this cat.

I/We agree if at any point in time I/we can not keep this cat that I/we will give NVHS the first right of refusal prior to offering this cat to a third party. NVHS, Inc. agrees to accept this cat back at any time, no questions asked.

I/We understand that a representative of NVHS, Inc. will be calling to follow up on the adoption of this cat. I/We agree to communi​cate with the representative regarding the status of the adoption. I/We acknowledge that a representative may follow-up on future occasions to verify that the cat is happy and healthy.

I/We understand that NVHS, Inc. has the right to inspect the animals home, and that a representative of NVHS, Inc., may take re-pos​session of the cat, if at the discretion of the representative, the animal is not properly treated or cared for, or if any provisions of this contract have been violated.

In the case of an on-site adoption, NVHS, Inc. will review the adopter's application for adoption after handing the cat over to the adoptive parent(s) but reserves the right to take re-possession of the cat if any of the information provided has been falsified.

By signing below, I/we agree that I/we am comfortable with all of the conditions of this agreement, and agree that they are in the best interest of the cat. I/We agree to abide by all of the conditions listed above with regards to this cat.
